Who Qualifies for Access DuPage?

· To Be Eligible Applicants Must…
· Be a DuPage County resident for at least 60 days

· Be between the ages of 19 and 64

· Have a household income at or below 200% of the Federal Poverty Level

· Not be eligible for health care programs such as (Medicaid, Medicare, employer sponsored insurance, student health services, COBRA, SSI, Family Care, Veterans Benefits, etc.)


· Make appointment to complete application can be made by calling an Access DuPage application site. 

What to bring to your intake agent appointment:

· Proof of Income

· Some examples of proof of income include:

· Copies of pay check stubs (most recent 60-90 days)

· Proof of general assistance, food stamps, or child support

· Proof of unemployment benefits

· Proof of social security benefits 

· Letter from employer on letterhead indicating typical hours, salary, gross income, etc. 

· If you have no income, we require proof of income of the person or persons supporting you. 

· Homeless individuals may provide letters of support from PADS or other homeless support agency. 


· Proof Of Address

· Utility Bill (issued within last 30 days)

· Drivers license (or state id)- only if issued within the last 30 days

· Current Lease or proof of current mortgage

· If live in home of another

· Provide a letter from person who you live with confirming arrangement

· One of the proofs of address above in owner/renters name

· Homeless individuals may provide letters of support from PADS or other homeless support agency. 


· Who Needs To Attend Application Interview?
· One family member may apply on behalf of other household members, but applications will not be processed without following:

· Proof of income for all individuals who are working receiving income

· Signed notice of physician immunity and release information for each applicant
